Online Safety Training Session for Parents 

This week, Vicki Ridgewell from West Mercia Police ran two virtual sessions aiming to inform and advise 
parents on the current risks surrounding online safety, ranging from managing screen time within the  

family to child sexual exploitation. The parents who attended found the session to be ‘insightful’ and ‘a 
wake up call’ so we have decided to run a further session next Thursday (24th June) at a requested later 
time of 6.30pm. The link for the Microsoft Teams meeting will be sent out to all parents on Wednesday 

23rd June. We hope that many of you will join us and thank you for your continued support in keeping our 
children safe online.

Telford and Wrekin Council have pre-paid for every parent and carer in Telford to access an online 
course— Understanding your child or understanding your child with additional needs - with In Our Place. 
Access now will give lifelong access, and there are courses for parents, carers and grandparents about 

children from bump to 19+ years. 

How do I access this? 
https://inourplace.co.uk/ 

If you haven’t used it already, you will need the access code for all the online courses (funded for          
residents): This is DARWIN18. If, like many parents, you have already used this code, log into your       

account and this course will be ready in your dashboard to start whenever you are ready. 

Can I tell my family and friends? 
Absolutely! Share the news with family members and other families in the area so that they too can take 

advantage of this fantastic opportunity. 

How long is it? 
There are eleven modules which each take about 10-15 minutes to complete and will benefit from time to 

digest in between. 

Staggered Start and Finish Times 

Please can we remind you to stick to your child’s allocated 

start and finish times to ensure free flowing parents and 

children around the grounds. Also, please can you allow 

enough time in the mornings to account for traffic on the 

way to school. We have noticed an increase of late  

children each morning. Thank you for your cooperation.
